I am impressed with the transformative approach by PWDC 
through reprising its roles to implement policies and providing 
platforms to execute changes, despite the rampage caused by 
the COVID-19 pandemic.

The Penang State Government adopted the Safe Family Policy 
as a timely response to the ever increased domestic violence 
cases due to the Movement Control Order (MCO) restriction. 
With strong organisational skills and strategic collaboration 
approach, PWDC and WCC had facilitated workshops that 
built a support network of frontliners for victims of domestic 
violence, known as the “First Support Point”. I witnessed the 
enthusiasm of the workshop participants who appreciated 
such an opportunity to serve the community better. 
Among them were state and local government officers, 
representatives from assemblyperson service centres, NGOs, 
and religious organisations. Ultimately, our goal is to make 
everyone in Penang to become a support point.

PWDC also continued to champion the Gender Inclusiveness 
Policy adopted in 2019. The first Gender Responsive and 
Participatory Budgeting (GRPB) Champion Awards were 
organised for both local governments in Penang. As a result, 
I observed high engagements among the departments 
to produce quality GRPB projects which emphasised 
inclusivity besides addressing the different needs of different 
communities. This initiative will build the momentum for 
GRPB to be institutionalised and become part of the work 
culture. At the state government level, I am proud to say that 
a total of 10 departments have been trained to implement 
GRPB effectively.
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Notably, Sidang Wanita 2020 has indeed became the cornerstone of PWDC’s aspiration to 
increase women’s representation in politics. As a result, 40 women representatives were selected 
among a whopping total of 400 women from the programmes’ onset. This positive reception 
from the communities has shattered the long-standing myth that women were not interested 
in politics. Instead, they displayed an undeniable passion as leaders when they assumed their 
role as constituency representatives in the mock state assembly. Being veracious, these women 
ensured their voices were heard as they debated and deliberated on issues concerning their 
assigned constituencies. Here, I would like to express my thanks to the State Assembly Speaker 
YB. Dato’ Law Choo Kiang for supporting Sidang Wanita and has taken upon himself to chair the 
mock assembly.

I am also glad to see another milestone has been achieved in empowering women in the 
economy. PWDC’s Penang Women Entrepreneur Mentoring Programme (PWEMP) provided 
a valuable opportunity for women entrepreneurs to support each other. The mentees have 
demonstrated that women are equally capable of being business leaders in fields perceived as 
“masculine”, such as science and technology. Additionally, the mentors displayed an eagerness 
to share their knowledge to lift more women into being financially independent like them or be 
even more successful than them.

On the grassroots level, PWDC continues to create impacts through International Women’s 
Day (IWD) and Penang Goes Orange (PGO). The campaigns highlight women’s contributions to 
family, society, and nation, as well as, increase public awareness about stopping violence against 
women by taking a hybrid approach of online and offline activities. 

At this point, I must extend my deepest gratitude to the Penang Chief Minister, Y.A.B. Chow Kon 
Yeow, for continuing to move forth the women’s agenda and gender inclusiveness in Penang. 
Through his far-sighted vision in gender equality and social justice, we were able to transform 
the landscape in Penang through unprecedented initiatives such as the Sidang Wanita, PWEMP, 
Gender Inclusiveness Policy, and Women and Family Development Committee (JPWK).

Furthermore, these achievements were made possible with the commitment of the CEO and 
staff, the strong support from the directors, as well as, the key partnerships of state and local 
government officers, NGOs, academia and individual contributors.  My sincere appreciation to 
you for making 2020, a transformative year.

PWDC has come a long way since its inception in 2011, and I am glad to witness its transformation 
from scratch into an influential powerhouse.

Gender Inclusiveness Policy promotes gender-balanced management and takes 
gender perspectives into consideration in every decision-making, planning, and 
administration process at every level of the state government. It also paved the 
way for institutionalising Gender Responsive and Participatory Budgeting (GRPB).

Reduced Inequalities. The policy was officially adopted in March 2019.

The GRPB team conducted a needs assessment for the residents at the MBPP Flat Padang Tembak. A total of 89 residents 
from 107 household responded to the survey that was conducted from July 1 to 14, 2020. The GRPB team listed out 12 
main suggestions for an upgrade at their flat.

Thereafter, the residents were given an opportunity to choose the 4 most important suggestions out of the listed 12. 
Around 80 residents casted their votes and the outcome of the voting was then shared with Department of Valuation 
and Property Management, MBPP.

Participatory Budgeting Project (Penang State Housing Department) 

The Community Cleaning Contract by the Housing Division of Penang State Government for Rumah Sewa Kerajaan 
(RSK) Desa Wawasan received the approval from Penang State Executive Council Meeting on December 18, 2019. PWDC 
facilitated a sharing session between the residents’ association of RSK Desa Wawasan, PPR Jalan Sungai, and Ampangan 
on January 19, 2020. The session prepared the committee members of residents association to manage the Community 
Cleaning Contract. Notably, PWDC also contributed to the advertisement and online interview of the cleaners for Desa 
Wawasan.

A work cum study visit was made by the committee members of Persatuan Penduduk Desa Wawasan to PPR Ampangan on 19 January 2020. 
GRPB team and representatives from Department of Valuation and Property Management, MBPP.

On April 22, 2020, PWDC facilitated the direct negotiation 
and finalisation of the community contract between 
Persatuan Penduduk Sungai Rambai and the State Housing 
Department. 

PWDC played a pivotal role in helping Persatuan Penduduk 
Sungai Rambai in terms of advertising job vacancies for 
cleaners and to conduct interviews online due to the on-
going Movement Control Order (MCO) restrictions.

An agreement handover ceremony of the one-year 
Community Cleaning Contract was held on May 31, 2020. 
The agreement was handed over by YB Jagdeep Singh 
Deo, EXCO for Housing and Local Government to the 
Chairperson of Persatuan Penduduk Sungai Rambai, Tuan 
Haji Sanusi Ahmad. The Community Cleaning Contract 
is awarded for a year beginning from June 1, 2020. The 
extension of contract solely depends on the performance 
of the association in charge and it will be monitored by 
PWDC.

Besides the GRPB pilot project at RSK Desa Wawasan, PWDC 
is given the responsibility to implement an assessment on 
the needs of the residents at four different RSK and PPR 
under the Housing Division of Penang State Government. 
The four projects were; RSK Ampang Jajar, PPR Taman 
Bagan Jaya, RSK Padang Tembak Block E & J and PPR 
Taman Manggis. In 2020, the needs assessment at the four 
locations were successfully completed. 

A total of 306 residents at Padang Tembak Block E & J voted for 
their needs that were proposed during the Focus Group Discussion. 
As a result, the Housing Department allocated RM 1,595,178.00 for 
electrical wiring based on the votes received by the residents.

Overview 
The department work focuses on Women and Family Development and manages the 
Women and Family Development Committee, more commonly known as Jawatankuasa 
Pembangunan Wanita dan Keluarga (JPWK). 

Women Development advocates for women in Penang to have full and effective 
participation as well as equal opportunities at all levels of decision-making in political 
and economic life. Under Women Development, the Women’s Empowerment 
and Leadership (WEL) programme promotes the awareness of gender equality 
and empower women to take up leadership roles through capacity building and 
programmes that enhance understanding in good governance, human rights and 
community participation. The other programme under Women Development, the 
Women’s Economic Empowerment (WEE), strives to create an enabling ecosystem 
for women in Penang to be economically empowered. This programme leverages on 
strategic partnerships to drive effectiveness and efficiency to reach out to the intended 
audiences.

Family Development emphasises on raising awareness on the importance of family 
values and interactions to build a more harmonious society, in line with Penang2030's 
vision “A Family-Focused Green and Smart State that Inspires the Nation”. As a new 
programme set up in 2019, it employs family values in policies, programmes, and public 
sectors’ practices to increase healthy family interactions and participations. 

The Women and Family Development Committee (Jawatankuasa Pembangunan 
Wanita dan Keluarga or JPWK) was established in January 2019. Officially appointed 
by the state government, each JPWK comprises 15 all-women committee members in 
the 40 state constituencies in Penang. In total, there are 600 women grassroots leaders 
in the communities. It is a formal structure under the state government in organising 
women empowerment and family development programmes. JPWK is unique for 
being the first of its kind in Penang and the nation. 

While JPWK is under the purview of EXCO for Women and Family Development, 
PWDC manages the committee and its programme approvals together with budget 
processing. PWDC is also tasked to monitor and evaluate JPWK and build their capacity. 

Ultimately, WFD aims to create an enabling environment for family development and 
women empowerment in leadership and the economy.

Top-Up Women-Only Additional Seats (TWOAS)

TWOAS is an initiative to increase the representation of women 
in Dewan Undangan Negeri (DUN) Pulau Pinang so that women’s 
needs and voices will be heard and brought forward to DUN. 
TWOAS will ensure a 30% women representation in DUN. The 
Chief Minister of Penang, Y.A.B Chow Kon Yeow has made an 
announcement on December 10, 2020. The working committee 
of TWOAS was established and will be headed by YB. Chong Eng, 
EXCO for Social Development and Non-Islamic Religious Affairs, 
to facilitate involvement sessions with stakeholders and the 
public to ensure further enhancement in the implementation of 
TWOAS. 

TWOAS ensures at least 30% women representatives in the 
state legislative assembly.

Sidang Wanita 2020

PWDC, with support from the Penang State Government organised the Penang Sidang Wanita 2020, a state assembly 
simulation programme where 40 women were selected to  represent the constituencies in Penang. It served as a platform 
to provide exposure to women on duties and responsibilities of a constituency representative.

The programme was announced in a press conference on August 21, 2020, to warm receptions by the public. Then, in 
September, PWDC organised a series of “Jelajah Daerah” or roadshows in five districts of Penang. The “Jelajah Daerah” 
provided an opportunity for women community leaders to hear from various state assemblypersons and member of 
parliament on the need to increase women’s representation in decision making levels. These roadshows also provided 
opportunity for the participants to have a dialogue with the state assemblypersons.

The workshop organised at Dewan Pejabat Daerah dan Tanah Seberang Perai Tengah attracted strong participation, with talks by EXCO 
for Social Development and Non-Islamic Religious Affairs YB. Chong Eng, EXCO for Health, Agriculture & Agro-Based Industry YB. Dr. Hajah 
Norlela Binti Ariffin, MP Batu Kawan YB. Kasthuriraani Patto, ADUN Sungai Pinang YB. Lim Siew Khim, and ADUN Berapit YB. Heng Lee Lee.

Subsequently, a 2-day preparation workshop was organised on September 26 and 27, 2020 to train and evaluate a total 
of 87 participants. As a result, 40 candidates were selected to represent the constituencies in Penang.

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The final phase of Sidang Wanita 2020 was held on October 20, 2020, at Dewan Sri Pinang, the actual venue of the 
Penang State Assembly.  It was chaired by the State Assembly Speaker, YB. Dato’ Law Choo Kiang and Deputy Speaker, 
YB. Dr. Amar Pritpal Bin Abdullah.  During the mock assembly, the women leaders executed perfectly the role of elected 
representatives, similar to the actual state assembly’s proceedings and actively voiced the people’s plight.

As stated by Penang Chief Minister Y.A.B. Chow Kon Yeow, the initiative proved that women leaders, too, are efficient, 
skilled, and capable of contributing to state development affairs and advocate community’s needs.

Leadership development workshops were organised for JPWK and MPKK members to build their capacities in becoming 
leaders. The customised training modules included Gender 101, leadership qualities, public speaking, and team building. 

Training-of-Trainers (TOT) workshop for Women Leadership Development

A TOT workshop was held to create a pool of facilitators from various professional backgrounds with diverse experiences. 
The selected participants will then conduct leadership workshops for JPWK and MPKK using PWDC training modules.

Women in Economy - Entrepreneurship and Community

Penang Women Entrepreneur Mentoring Programme (PWEMP)

Aligned with the Penang2030 vision in increasing women entrepreneurs in the state, PWDC launched the Penang 
Women Entrepreneur Mentoring Programme (PWEMP). The six months programme paired experienced entrepreneurs 
with new and aspiring entrepreneurs as mentors and mentees. In addition, it facilitated valuable knowledge sharing and 
support for the participants on their journey to be successful entrepreneurs.

The programme was announced at a press conference on August 10, 2020, and subsequently registered a total of 167 
mentees and 34 mentors after a series of interviews. On one of the workshops organised at Usains, University Sains 
Malaysia, Bukit Jambul, YB. Chong Eng congratulated the participants and urged them to empower even more women 
to succeed in business.  She stated, having control of money is a form of empowerment.  

PWEMP was supported by partners including WomenBizSENSE, Yayasan Kemajuan Sosial Malaysia, JCI Pearl, NAWEM 
Pulau Pinang, Pertubuhan Pembangunan Wanita Tamarai Pulau Pinang, and DMC.

EXCO for Social Development and Non-Islamic Religious Affairs, YB. Chong Eng and EXCO for Trade, Industry and Entrepreneur Development, 
YB. Dato’ Haji Abdul Halim bin Haji Hussain called for registration in the press conference.

Wanita Jana Rezeki Programme 

PWDC acknowledges that some women entrepreneurs were also housewives who used the kitchen as their production 
floor and sold food as their source of income. “Program Wanita Jana Rezeki” provided a friendly competitive environment 
for women in B40 group to showcase their products.  A food tasting session was organised on July 25, 2020, where 
a group of judges evaluated 65 food products. Finally, the grant winners were announced in a press conference on 
September 28, 2020.  10 finalists were given RM 1,000 grant  each to grow their home business. They had planned to use 
their prize money to purchase utensils and tools to expand their food production.

The winners were presented the grants at the press conference.

‘Projek Eko-Kraf’ enabled women to earn income by crafting and selling their handicrafts. PWDC conducted classes to 
train participants in producing products from recycled materials and then to market the products online via social media 
and offline through traditional marketing.

PWDC also connected the participants from PPR Ampangan with a social enterprise to upscale their production and 
marketing efforts. As a result, “Aisuka” was launched in October 2020. Aisuka will further enhance product development 
to expand the market segment.

Following the success of the women and family development on the grassroots level by JPWK in 2019, the Penang State 
Government approved the extension of JPWK and formally appointed 600 committees for the tenure 2020/2021, on 
February 16, 2020. On the same day, a project management workshop was also organised to enable women leaders to 
practice effective workflow and budgeting.

Family Violence

Safe Family Policy

The Safe Family Policy was adopted in July 2020 to provide accessible support for victims of domestic violence in the 
state, creating a timely response to the increased domestic violence cases after the enforcement of the movement 
control order (MCO) due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

PWDC together with WCC implemented and organised workshops for government officers, representatives from 
assemblypersons’ service centres, NGOs, and religious organisations. The capacity building equipped participants with 
skills to professionally handle domestic violence cases and provide immediate assistance to victims.

The first workshop was held on September 22, 2020. It had 68 representatives from the State Economic Planning Unit, 
all five district offices, Penang Island City Council (MBPP) and Seberang Perai City Council (MBSP). Subsequently, the 
second workshop was organised for different participants on October 26, 2020. It involved 36 participants from 27 
assemblyperson service centres and NGOs. From these workshops, selected officers and representatives will be officially 
appointed as the “First Support Point” in 2021.

Pelaksanaan Dasar Keluarga Selamat oleh Kerajaan Negeri Pulau 
Pinang sebagai respons terhadap peningkatkan kes-kes keganasan 
rumah tangga akibat Perintah Kawalan Pergerakan memang tepat 
sekali.  Dengan pendekatan kolaborasi kerjasama strategik dengan 
organisasi yang utuh, PWDC dan Women’s Centre for Change (WCC) 
telah menganjurkan bengkel-bengkel untuk mewujudkan satu 
rangkaian sokongan barisan hadapan yang dikenali sebagai ”First 
Support Point” bagi membantu mangsa-mangsa keganasan rumah 
tangga.

Sebaliknya peserta telah menunjukkan 
keghairahan dan minat apabila mengambil peranan sebagai wakil rakyat semasa simulasi persidangan 
Dewan Undangan Negeri dijalankan.  Dengan lantang, mereka bersuara agar pandangan mereka didengari 
apabila mereka berhujah dan berbahas isu-isu konstituensi yang ditugaskan kepada mereka. Justeru, 
saya ingin mengambil kesempatan ini untuk merakamkan ucapan terima kasih kepada Speaker Dewan 
Undangan Negeri, YB Dato’ Law Choo Kiang kerana memberi sokongan padu serta sudi mempengerusikan 
sesi simulasi persidangan Sidang Wanita 2020.

Saya juga berasa bangga melihat peningkatan dalam pencapaian usaha memperkasa wanita dalam 
ekonomi.  Penang Women Entrepreneur Mentoring Programme (PWEMP) di bawah PWDC telah 
menyediakan peluang kepada usahawan-usahawan wanita untuk saling menyokong antara satu sama 
lain.  Para menti telah menunjukkan keupayaan menjadi pemimpin-pemimpin perniagaan serta boleh 
berkecimpung dalam bidang-bidang yang biasa didominasikan oleh golongan lelaki seperti sains dan 
teknologi.

Pada peringkat akar umbi, PWDC terus memberi impak melalui penganjuran Hari Wanita Sedunia (IWD) 
dan Penang Goes Orange (PGO).  Kempen-kempen ini bukan sahaja untuk menonjolkan sumbangan wanita 
kepada keluarga, masyarakat, dan negara tetapi juga untuk meningkatkan kesedaran masyarakat agar 
menghentikan keganasan terhadap wanita melalui pendekatan hibrid dalam talian dan luar talian.

Bahagian WFD amat memberi fokus kepada Pembangunan Wanita, Pembangunan Keluarga, 
serta menguruskan Jawatankuasa Pembangunan Wanita dan Keluarga (JPWK). 

Matlamat Pembangunan Wanita adalah untuk melengkapkan wanita-wanita di Pulau Pinang 
untuk mendapatkan penyertaan penuh dan berkesan, serta peluang yang sama rata dalam 
semua peringkat terutamanya di peringkat pembuatan keputusan dalam politik dan ekonomi. 
Di bawah Pembangunan Wanita, program Pemerkasaan dan Kepimpinan Wanita (WEL) 
mempromosikan kesedaran kesaksamaan gender dan pemerkasaan agar wanita bersedia 
mengambil peranan kepimpinan melalui pembangunan kapasiti dan program-program yang 
dirangka khas untuk meningkatkan pemahaman terhadap tadbir urus baik, hak asasi manusia 
dan penyertaan komuniti. 

Satu lagi program di bawah Pembangunan Wanita adalah Pemerkasaan Ekonomi Wanita (WEE) 
yang memberi fokus kepada pembentukan ekosistem yang membolehkan wanita-wanita di 
Pulau Pinang diperkasakan dalam sektor ekonomi. Program-program ini dimanfaatkan dengan 
kerjasama strategik untuk memastikan keberkesanan dan menjangkau komuniti sasaran, serta 
kepakaran yang diperlukan.

Pembangunan Keluarga menekankan peningkatan kesedaran terhadap kepentingan nilai dan 
interaksi keluarga demi membina masyarakat yang lebih harmoni. Ini adalah selaras dengan 
Visi Penang2030: Negeri Pintar dan Hijau Berteraskan Keluarga Inspirasi Negara. Sebagai 
satu program baru yang diperkenalkan pada tahun 2019, program ini menerapkan nilai-nilai 
keluarga dalam program-program dan amalan sektor awam untuk meningkatkan interaksi serta 
penyertaan keluarga yang sihat.

Jawatankuasa Pembangunan Wanita dan Keluarga, ataupun JPWK telah ditubuhkan pada

JPWK adalah di bawah bidang kuasa EXCO Pembangunan Sosial dan Hal Ehwal Bukan Islam 
dan ia diuruskan dan diselia oleh PWDC. PWDC bertanggungjawab dalam meluluskan kertas 
cadangan program, menguruskan permohonan bajet bagi perlaksanaan program-program 
dan juga dipertanggungjawabkan untuk memantau dan menilai prestasi JPWK serta membina 
kapasiti mereka.

PWDC telah menganjurkan Sidang Wanita Pulau Pinang 2020 yang merupakan sebuah platfom khas bagi wanita 
mengetengahkan bakat kepimpinan.  Sidang Wanita dirangka khusus berlandaskan Persidangan Dewan Undangan 
Negeri Pulau Pinang (DUN).  Struktur program ini dibina secara komprehensif yang terdiri daripada beberapa komponen 
iaitu pemahaman dan pendidikan, pembangunan kapasiti dan platfom mengasah bakat.  Pada hari persidangan 40 
wanita yang telah memainkan peranan sebagai wakil rakyat telah mewakili 40 konstituensi yang terdapat  di Pulau 
Pinang. Sidang Wanita juga merupakan pentas untuk mendedahkan wanita kepada tugas dan tanggungjawab sebagai 
seorang wakil rakyat serta mendapat gambaran perjalanan persidangan Dewan Undangan Negeri (DUN).

Pembangunan Usahawan.

Panel juri bertindak 
untuk menilai rasa, tekstur dan kualiti makanan yang disediakan oleh para peserta. Peserta yang terpilih sebagai 
penerima geran permulaan program Wanita Jana Rezeki telah diumumkan dalam sidang media yang berlangsung pada 
28 September 2020 yang lalu.

Dasar Keluarga Selamat telah dilaksanakan bermula Julai 2020 untuk membentuk satu sistem sokongan kepada mangsa 
keganasan rumah tangga. Pelaksanaan dasar ini merupakan usaha kerajaan negeri untuk membanteras kes keganasan 
rumah tangga yang semakin meningkat akibat pelaksanaan Perintah Kawalan Pergerakan (PKP).

PWDC dan Women's Center for Change (WCC) sebagai rakan strategik dasar ini telah mengadakan bengkel-bengkel 
pembinaan kapasiti. Pada tahun 2020, terdapat 3 sesi telah dijalankan dan dihadiri oleh peserta daripada agensi kerajaan, 
Pusat Khidmat Ahli Dewan Undangan Negeri, Pertubuhan Bukan Kerajaan (NGO), dan Pertubuhan Keagamaan. Melalui 
bengkel ini, para peserta dilengkapkan dengan kemahiran untuk membuat rujukan kes keganasan rumah tangga kepada 
agensi yang bersesuaian dan serta memberi bantuan segera kepada mangsa.

Bengkel yang pertama telah diadakan pada 22 September 2020 dan telah dihadiri oleh 68 wakil dari Bahagian 
Perancangan Ekonomi Negeri (BPEN), lima Pejabat Daerah dan Tanah, Majlis Bandaraya Pulau Pinang (MBPP) dan Majlis 
Bandaraya Seberang Perai (MBSP). Bengkel kedua telah diadakan pada 26 Oktober 2020 dan telah disertai oleh 36 orang 
peserta dari 27 Pusat Khidmat Ahli Undangan Negeri dan Pertubuhan Bukan Kerajaan (NGO). Pada 15 Disember 2020, 
satu lagi bengkel telah diadakan untuk First Support Points NGO dan Pusat Khidmat ADUN.

Majimor Binti Shariff.

Ketua Menteri Pulau Pinang Y.A.B. Tuan Chow Kon Yeow, bergambar bersama peserta di Majlis Penutup IWD bertempat di Dewan Sri Pinang 
pada 5 Mac, 2020. 
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Penang Goes Orange 2020 (PGO 2020)
Penang Goes Orange (PGO) merupakan sebuah kempen peringkat Negeri Pulau Pinang dan dianjurkan oleh Kerajaan 
Negeri Pulau Pinang melalui PWDC sejak tahun 2014. Kempen ini bertujuan membangkitkan kesedaran dalam 
menghentikan segala bentuk keganasan terhadap wanita selaras dengan Dasar Keluarga Selamat  Kerajaan Negeri Pulau 
Pinang sejak tahun 2020.
